What we can do:

We can design a web site for you that will get your information out to the public. We will make it visually interesting and exciting. We will upload it to your site. We will commit to doing a maximum of  20-30 pages. Your are not committed to using the site.
We can research and help you set up social media, a google calendar and link to your paypal account.

The Springfield College semester is 15 weeks long  and by the begin of May the site needs to be done. We will host the site locally on our server until you are ready for us to upload it to yours. Each student is putting in 90 hours in this pro bono work should be treated the respect and care that is given a paid provider.
Web Design Format:
Our Students can work with two types of programs to build your site.

Dreamweaver: This is a program that writes HTML code and builds a classic website. We would recommend the purchase of the program in order to maintain you site. If your site remains primarily static- this is a good choice. We can attach a blog to it for quick updates.

Wordpress: This is a PHP format site, initial designed as blogging software, it has become much more- many sites are created with it. Its advantage is that a staff member with some training can maintain it, and being open source there is nothing to buy.
 It’s two draw backs are- you need to make sure that web host ( who you buy your site from) offers it. It sometime requires an upgrade. Depending on what you want to do with your site you may also have to “buy” a template for us to work from that could cost between $25-$100 a year.

What we need:

We would like to have someone to come in within the first two weeks of class  (Jan 26-Feb 2)  to talk about your non-profit  so that the students can be informed and excited about the work they are doing for you. We meet Mon/Weds 10-12. 

Most of the rest of the site can be done “on line” with one possible meeting in March, and one in late April when the site is complete.
We ask for a 5 day turn around for any decisions (example we supply you with 3 layout “looks” -you make a decision in 5 days and get back to us). This keeps the work moving.
